	Determine your audience and tone 
(E.g., Graduate and prospective grad students, light hearted tone hoping to demystify...)









	A. Set the stage: tell a personal anecdote illustrating both the topic and your relationship to it - I.e., tell a story about the topic.  
(E.g., “Ever since my uncle took me on an expedition to Borneo with Habitat for Humanity, I’ve wanted to help people help themselves, and now I find myself in need of help myself as I navigate the wild and whacky world of managing a field school...”)


	B. Introduce the title and yourself, the host



(E.g., “Introducing Field School for Dummies: Stories from the brink – a three part exploration of what it takes to wrangle undergrads and mosquitos to common ends.”




















	C. Lay out the podcast series’ structure in terms of aspects/subtopics you will cover and/or people that will be implicated 
(E.g., “In this 3 part series we'll journey from the mosquito-friendly fields of western New Brunswick to the makeshift labs of downtown Bouctouche where the mentors and tormentors of my summer of coming of age as a boss will share some of their own experiences in conversation and confrontation....In part 1...). 





















	D. End with a positive takeaway or some enticement 
(E.g., “I hope that by the end, you’ll understand why they say – or I say, anyway – there's no experience in the wilds of NB, however buggy, that doesn’t leave you better off, if it doesn’t kill you first.”
